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Abstract
English abstracts should be located only at the first page of the article. It should be written in Times New Roman font, size 12. The abstract should clearly state, the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. It must be one paragraph and between 250-300 words. The space between lines in the whole manuscript should be 1.5 line. Footnotes, figures, tables, and equations cannot be included in the abstract. If this template has not been exactly followed by authors, then the article will not be reviewed.  
Keywords: Provide a maximum of 5 keywords, avoid general and plural terms and multiple concepts, and separate the words with ",".

1. Introduction
Each A4 page is prepared in 20 mm margin in the left and right rounds, and 25 mm in the top and from the end. Use single spacing with no space between the section headings and the paragraph following it. Put one space between the texts of main sections. Put the page number at the bottom of each page. The paper should be prepared as a single column and the number of pages should not exceed 15 pages. The papers should be written in Times New Roman 12 (font size). Select line spacing of 1.15. Main headings should be written in bold font of Times New Roman 12. The article structure includes Introduction, Material and methods, Results and Discussion, Conclusions and References. Please note that Acknowledgments, Nomenclature and Appendices are optional. In Introduction section, state the objectives of the work, provide an adequate background, and avoid a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results. Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2...), 1.2, etc. (the abstract is not included in the section numbering). Please use the mentioned guidelines when preparing your full paper. If papers are not prepared according to the following guidelines, they will be withdrawn from the conference program.
The way to refer to the sources in the text should be as the name of the author(s) and the date of publication of the source and both of the Farsi and English references should be written in English. When referring to sources, avoid naming people at the beginning of the sentences as much as possible, and sources should be presented at the end of the sentence and in parentheses. The complete details of the references will appear in the list of references. When referring to multiple sources at the same time, the ";" should be used.

2. Material and methods
Material and methods should be clearly stated. Provide sufficient details to allow the work to be reproduced by an independent researcher. If quoting directly from a previously published method, use a summarized version and also cite the source. 
System of Units
All measurement units are based on the metric system (SI). If other quantities are mentioned, give their equivalent in SI.
Equations and formulas
Please submit math equations as editable text and not as images. All equations and formulas should be left-aligned and indicated by the number placed on the right-hand side in parentheses. Use a space before and after an equation. Number consecutively the equations which have to be displayed separately from the text (if referred to explicitly in the text). Tables
Please submit tables as editable text and not as images. Tables can be placed either next to the relevant text in the article. Number tables consecutively in accordance with their appearance in the text and place any table notes below the table body. Be sparing in the use of tables and ensure that the data presented in them do not duplicate results described elsewhere in the article. Please avoid using vertical rules and shading in table cells. 
Tables must be numbered and the title of the table must be placed at the top of the table with the footnotes at the bottom. Tables must appear where (or as close as to) they are first mentioned in the text. They must be referred in the text as: Table 1. Put a space before and after a table. The font size and type of table captions, table contents and figure captions should be Times New Roman 10 (font size).

Figures
